IMPORTANT NOTE: Labour Force Survey (LFS) estimates from Jan-Mar 2020 to Jan-Mar 2022 were reweighted on 14 June 2022 using updated growth rates from HM Revenue and Customs (HMRC) Pay As You
Earn (PAYE) Real Time Information (RTI) data which was published in March 2022. This uses the same method as that implemented in July 2021.

The non-response bias adjustment, previously implemented for England, Wales and Scotland data, were also applied to Northern Ireland data.

Annual Population Survey (APS) estimates for periods from April 2019-March 2020 to January-December 2021 were reweighted on 20 July 2022 using the updated HMRC RTI data.

The ONS has identified an error in the calculation of population weights in the Annual Population Survey (APS) in some recent periods, affecting the age breakdown of the population in Wales to a small extent. The
most recent datasets (Oct 2020-Sep 2021 and onwards) are not affected, and breakdowns for the UK as a whole would be largely unaffected. The affected annual datasets are for Apr 2019-Mar 2020 to Jul 2020-
Jun 2021 inclusive, and these datasets will need to be revised. The ONS anticipates this will be done in the labour market statistics release due on 13 September 2022.

Measures of disability [Tables 3.1a and 3.1b]

In the April-June 2013 dataset, and subsequent datasets, questions used to derive current disability status of a person were changed. Estimates are now based on the core definition of disability under the Equality
Act 2010, as specified in the Government Statistical Service (GSS) Harmonised Standards for Questions on disability.

® The definition includes people with a health condition or illness lasting 12 months or more that reduces their ability to carry out day-to-day activities.

The definition excludes certain non-core groups covered by the Equality Act, such as those with progressive or past conditions that do not currently limit their activities, and conditions that only limit their
activities without medication or treatment.

e Respondents are now asked to take into account any medication that they are currently taking when previously they were asked to consider their day-to-day activities without the use of medication.

The introduction of this new definition has created a discontinuity in the series and estimates are not directly comparable with earlier periods

Claimant Count [Section 5]

The Claimant Count is not a measure of unemployment and changes in the Claimant Count will not be wholly because of changes in the number of people who are unemployed. It is a measure of the number of
people claiming benefit principally for the reason of being unemployed:

between January 1971 (when comparable estimates start) and September 1996, it is an estimate of the number of people who would have claimed unemployment-related benefits if Jobseeker’s Allowance had
existed at that time.

e between October 1996 and April 2013, the Claimant Count is a count of the number of people claiming Jobseeker’'s Allowance (JSA).

e between May 2013 and October 2013, the Claimant Count includes all claimants of Universal Credit (including those who were in work) as well as all JSA claimants

e from November 2013, the Claimant Count includes all out of work Universal Credit claimants as well as all JSA claimants .

From April 2015 onwards the claimant count includes those claimants of Universal Credit who are required to search for work, i.e. within the Searching for Work conditionality regime as defined by the
Department for Work & Pensions as well as all JSA claimants

Information for July 2022 is for the number of claimants as at 14 July 2022.

In addition to the Claimant Count, the Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) publishes quarterly Alternative Claimant Count statistics. These measure the number of people claiming unemployment-related
benefits by modelling what the Claimant Count would have looked like if Universal Credit had been in place since 2013. Further information on the Alternative Claimant Count can be found at:
